 Each episode begins with team leader/carpenter Ty Pennington’s “Good morning!” wake-
up call, when he and the design team — including Paul DiMeo, Paige Hemmis, Michael
Moloney, Ed Sanders, Tanya McQueen, Preston Sharp and Eduardo Xol — surprise the
unsuspecting family that their home has been chosen to receive a makeover.
